ton's historic MacArthur Field.
The new unit will eventually
replace the U.S. Army Garri-
son at FSH when it reaches full
operational capability Oct. 1.
Joint Base San Antonio will
cover nearly 67 square miles;
have more than 80,000 full-
time employees performing
211 missions; support 145,000
students and include a retiree

250,000.
h uhile physchllg located on
three different sides of the city,
the 502nd MSG joins the

802nd MSG at Lackland Air
Force Base and the 902nd
MSG at Randolph AFB to form
the support infrastructure for
Joint Base San Antonio, the
largest joint base initiative in
the entire Department of De-
fense. The three mission sup-
port groups fall under the
502nd Air Base Wing, head-
quartered on Fort Sam Hous-
ton.

Air Force Brig. Gen. Leo-
nard A. Patrick is commander
of the 8,000-person 502nd
ABW, which consolidates 49
installation management sup-
port functions for a military
community with an annual op-
erating budget of more than
$850 million and a $10.9 billion
plant replacement value. The
wing also supports in excess of
$4.5 billion in directed Base
Realignment and Closure and
other major projects.
